Hello, my name is Paul Pasquivare and this is my opinion on Toronto Police Board, public

order policy consultation.

Quite often I noticed throughout the city, a lot of pro-Palestinian demonstrations and

in some cases I would say pro-homist demonstrations and I noticed that those demonstrations and

demonstrators are quite violent very often.

They are not accepting any other opinions or counter-demonstrations or is it trying to

assault and insult people all the time.

I was present myself on a couple of those demonstrations in Turinheal and I observed a few of them

in Toronto area and every time I noticed that they demanding and quite often blocking

a street, blocking a traffic, being very annoying, very noisy, intimidating anybody who

is trying to talk to them.

They are always covering their face, they are always screaming and yelling, when other

people it is only their opinion.

And nobody sees that it is also visible that they are trying to assault and insult people

as well.

In many, many cases I observed even in my friends' neighborhoods in Toronto, Jewish community

when they come and vandalize the places at night or sometimes during the day trying to

insult them and they mark people's houses, the ones that try to oppose them and talk

to them, you know, they turn secretly calm and damage those houses as well.

So this is very important that Toronto Police Service restrict them and show them that not

everything they do is allowed and whatever those people get arrested they immediately

go and make noise in Toronto Police Service also provoke the counter-protesters to make

sure that the counter-protesters get arrested or people just talking to them or protesting

them or expressing their opinion against them.

And those demonstrations becoming quite frequent, planning one.

These Sundays they had another one, last Sundays they shut down, half of the Toronto

downtown also when they specifically publicly praying on Yank Down the Square where they

have enough space to pray not on the road but on the Square itself they had to block

the road.

So all the time I noticed that they are very violent, very aggressive, they come to quite

often Jewish areas, they put in Saudi and slogan, they write a lot of bigotry, slogans

as well like trying to insult the Jewish communities, they don't care if you support

or don't support Israel they just attack us because we are Jewish and this unfortunately

very, very annoying and even if they don't see police patrolling more often than they

probably should patrol more often or make sure that the Jewish areas are more safe.

We see the huge increase in anti-Semitic crimes, I believe 70% of all crimes is anti-Semitic

and it's increased due to this from the last year and up, 200% we don't see the war of

crimes committed against the Muslims but on the other hand we see the police chief going

to the mosques and encouraging them to report in some of the other but the same police

chief or the elected representative do not come that often to our synagogues and basically

explaining to us how we could be safe in what they doing to make sure that we are safe and

be being attacked as a Jewish way much more than the Muslims being attacked especially

by the Jews, we don't see that so it's very important for us to feel safe and we don't

feel safe in Toronto and unfortunately I myself and immigrant from the former Soviet

Union whereas I experienced anti-Semitism on daily basis and I was second class citizen

I've been in Toronto now for over 30 years and the whole reason I escaped Soviet Union

and Russia is for that anti-Semitism and three years after I feel exactly the same like I

feel in Russia that I'm being insulted as southed and all our people being insulted

and assaulted and those pro-policiting in demonstrations basically they're end-demand

to destroy us to destroy the Jewish community and of course if it's not some police restrictions

of war of destroyed but they're trying to do it anyway and it doesn't look to us that

police taking any strong actions against them and protecting us as a Jewish community and

I feel as unsafe right now in Toronto, Canada and I feel back in Soviet Union, Russia and

now even I'm not sure where it's safe for in Canada or in Russia for the Jews as much

as Russia is to tell it to their own country is what you are putting but he taking care

of the Jews much better than the Toronto police in the March hour as well so that's my message

to Toronto police that you guys have to do a better job for hurting minority of communities

even from another communities doing indications doing protection and making sure that the

demonstrations are peaceful and not so insulting ones screaming yell and annoying and attacking

anybody who may oppose what they see are just not necessary demonstrators but somebody

passing through and they don't block the public streets all the time where the cars

cannot pass and traffic cannot pass in and people cannot even walk through it's becoming

extremely annoying and as well it's a come when they do to the Jewish areas of Toronto

we get we feel safe and protected because we don't that's my message
